It has been more than half a century since Global Declaration of Human Rights. While someone would expect that all powers would respect the existence of those rights in reality, quite the opposite is true. Probably, human rights lead a ghost life inside philosophers’ heads or they flourish on the lips of propagandists, as Kondylis characteristically mentions. 
A right is something which, according to the law, someone deserves, something that legally belongs to someone, a claim based on good reason or written law. Vulnerable social groups cannot invoke rights or enjoy their content.
Political refugees belong in these groups. The term “political refugees” refers to citizens that are being prosecuted by their state regimes for their political beliefs and therefore they seek political asylum in other more democratic countries. In the countries that they are hosted, they do not easily acquire political asylum and they are constantly living under deportation regime, which is extremely stressful, if someone considers that their possible resending to the countries they left is equal to their natural extermination. These people have been tortured by the state they left and it is certain that their physical and mental health is upset. They can’t ask for help from the host state because there is distrust towards them. In order to escape from their country they use channels of modern traffickers who exploit them financially continuing by this way a vicious circle of dependence. In the host countries they are treated as second class citizens and they live under a regime of legal obscurity. 
Another vulnerable social group is this of immigrants who leave their home usually for economic reasons, seeking a better future. In the countries they settle, they live under illegal regime, they receive violence by officers and they experience harsh labor exploitation. They are treated with prejudice by indigenous populations while it is not rare the phenomenon of racist violence against them. They live under a regime of economic tyranny, they work uninsured in difficult jobs with high levels of accident risk, they are not unionized and they face survival problems. It is obvious that their legalization becomes a necessity, because if they will be incorporated in the social body, they will enhance social cohesion. Of course economic immigrants suffer in their birth countries usually from conditions of misery and therefore they massively leave to find a better future.
Another vulnerable category of people are children. Because of their age, lack of maturity and their natural credulity, their rights are easily violated. At this point it would be appropriate to make a distinction between the rights of children that are violated in the East and the West. In the East: children are being enlisted by fundamentalist organizations; they are trained, equipped and converted, despite their young age, to fighters, often engaged in death missions. Also, especially in countries of the East, there is the phenomenon of exploitation of child labor. In particular, children as young as seven years old are used in the production process by performing complex and painful tasks. The result is frequent accidents and even loss of life. On the other hand it is certain that integration of children in the production process generates huge profits from the exploitation of their work to the capitalists and multinational companies that invest enough funds in developing countries.
Related to the previous is the prostitution of children which occurs extensively in the Far East countries. Children due to the economic misery of their families are being prostituted by organized circles which enrich themselves at the expense of physical and mental integrity of children. Families consent to this situation since by this way they earn money to ensure the survival of other members. Thus, the vicious cycle continues.
Domestic violence is a plague for western societies, impoverished parents discredited socially and professionally erupt over their children abusing them. Children's injuries are not easily healed and they are starting to show various diseases during adulthood.
Similarly, violation of women's rights is observed. In the third world countries, particularly those where fundamentalist regimes prevail, women live without any political and social right. They are under the full command of men, while political regimes do not attribute any right to them. They marry against their will, they do not enjoy the benefits of education, they cannot study, they are abused by their husbands who are not being punished by the country's legal system. Also, they are not able to be outside of their house without having their body completely covered with those characteristic dresses imposed by their religion.
